 annual 5km walk/run for ‘Create A Smile’ 

Foundation in partnership with Community Living St.Marys & Area. 
 

The fundraiser is run solely by volunteers with 100% of all the funds raised at this event going to Community Living to 
support individuals with intellectual disabilities in the South Western Ontario region.  The event is also intended to build 
awareness, celebrate community and have fun as we create more smiles.   
 

The ‘Create A Smile' Foundation began in October 2004, driven by a need in the community that hit close to home.  
Our sister was told that all of her teeth needed to be pulled due to them deteriorating from a medication that she had 
been on for her disability.  When we found out that the government would not financially support new dentures or 
implants, we were determined to resolve the situation. So, this is where ‘Create A Smile’ began, which in this case was 
literally to raise money for a new set of teeth and buy her back her smile.  The first event took place in Stratford and 
raised over $10,000.  In August 2005 our sister came home with a new set of dentures that has put a big smile back on 
many people’s face.  Over the past 6 years we have managed to raise over $70,000, which has been used to provide 
support to many people with intellectual and physical disabilities.  Seven years has flown by and as we look back on all 
the steps we have taken they have added up to some impactful strides and smiles made in the lives of those living with 
disabilities.   
 

Donations and fundraised money are used to pay for things that are over and above our government funding.  In the 
last year, we have supported a number of young people living in our community with summer supports. As well, 
accessibilty equipment has been purchased for people using the Pyramid Recreation Centre to allow for easier access 
and shared enthusiasm for recreation opportunities. Items purchased include additional grab bars in the washrooms 
and handrails for the spa and pool. In addition, an accessible swing has been purchased and will soon be installed at 
the Elgin St. Park in St. Marys. Also, the local People First chapter has been supported. People First is a self advocacy 
group where members support each other to speak up for themselves and the issues that are important to them.
